If the device had been previously connected
to FreePlay / Reach via Bluetooth, but it
displays “Not Connected”, it’s quite possible
that the FreePlay / Reach is not powered
on.

If the device had been previously connected
to FreePlay / Reach via Bluetooth, but it
displays “Not Connected”, it’s quite possible
that you will need to manually reconnect it
(as described in steps 6-8).

The Bluetooth fader / volume control of
W the Mackie Connect app is not the same
as the OS / hardware Bluetooth level control,
but rather a supplementary level control. In other
words, the volume of the Bluetooth on the device need
to be up in order to hear audio over Bluetooth. If this
does not make sense, please refer to Appendix D:
Optimizations for step-by-step instructions.

The Bluetooth may disconnect when
Wf affected by Electrostatic Discharge [ESD]
or electrical fast transients (EFT). If this
occurs, manually reconnect the Bluetooth connection.

A Bluetooth connection and 1/8" line-level
W connection may NOT be used simultaneously.

As seen in the images above-right, the Channel
View allows access to key controls for each channel
including EQ and FX send adjustments and navigation
FX selection /channel. From here you're able to
one-touch navigate to the...

e Mixer View
e System View

As seen in the images below, the System View allows
access to deeper functionality including the main EQ,
Feedback Destroyer, access to the About view and more.
From here you're able to one-touch navigate back to the
Mixer View.



As mentioned earlier, the Mixer View allows access to
key controls such as levels, metering, mutes and more.

Mute buttons do just what they sound like they do.
They mute — turn off — the signal on the channel(s).
Engaging a channel’s mute switch provides the same
results as sliding the channel fader all the way down.

Mute buttons illuminate red when engaged and are
gray when disengaged.

The input and output channels are labeled between
the mute buttons and faders and meters. These labels
display the fader value as the fader level is adjusted,;
in this case, 3 dB on the main mix. The FX channel
will display the actively selected FX type; in this case,
“Reverb”.

The touch sensitive faders adjust the level
of each channel going to the main output.
Adjustments are made by touching and dragging
channel faders up and down. Touched channel
faders will “grow & glow” to indicate that they
are being adjusted. The fader level ranges from
—oo to +12 dB.

The input meters display the input signal level
to the channel before all channel processing.
Changes made to the EQ, mute and fader do not
affect these meters. In normal use, this meter
should remain green with the occasional bump
into the yellow zone.

Lower the volume of the source if the input meter
remains consistently yellow. If the input is too high
[overloading], a clip indicator at the top of the meter
will illuminate red. If clipping occurs, lower the volume
of the source a little more.

You may notice latency with the metering.
This is due to the limitations of Bluetooth,
not FreePlay / Reach.

The buttons located at the bottom of channels 1
and 2 (and 3 and 4 on Reach) and the Bluetooth / Aux
channel strip allow access to the selected channel’s
Channel View.

When tapped, the entire selected channel strip slides
to the left and the main mix strip remains on the right.
The middle then becomes occupied with the selected
channel’s EQ section and FX send level. See pages
13-14.

The sliders on the EQ / FX button lie horizontally
in mixer view and vertically in channel view. Simply
tapping this button again returns you to the mixer view.

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The FX return strip looks and works nearly identical
to that of an input channel strip. The only differences
are: (1) this fader adjusts the output level of the FX
and (2) instead of an EQ or gear icon button at the
bottom of the strip, there is an FX button.

The only differences
are: (1) this fader adjusts the main output level of the
loudspeaker and (2) instead of an EQ or FX button at
the bottom of the strip, there is a gear icon button. This
takes you to the system view and it is detailed on the
right.

The mon mix strip looks and works nearly identical to
that of an input channel strip. The only differences are:
(1) this fader adjusts the level to the Earshot™ Personal
Monitoring System (see page 17) and (2) instead of an
EQ or FX button at the bottom of the strip, there is a
gear icon button. This takes you to the system view and
it is detailed on the right.

Mackie Connect has 3-band equalization at carefully
selected points — low shelving at 80 Hz, mid peaking

at 2.5 kHz, and high shelving at 5 kHz. “Shelving” means

that the circuitry boosts or cuts all frequencies past
the specified frequency. For example, dragging the
low EQ slider 12 dB to the right boosts bass starting
at 80 Hz and continuing down to the lowest note you
never heard and 5 kHz on up boosts the treble in the
case of the high EQ. “Peaking” means that certain
frequencies form a “hill” around the center frequency
— 2.5 kHz in the case of the mid EQ.

With too much EQ, you can screw things up

royally. We've designed a lot of boost and cut

If the FX send slider is up, but no FX are
present, be sure to check that the FX return
fader is also up and applicable mute buttons
are off.

We just looked at and dissected the channel 1,
channel 2 (and 3 and 4 on Reach) and Bluetooth / Aux
input section of the channel view, but there is one more
channel view to discuss: the FX channel view!

FreePlay / Reach includes 16 “gig ready” effects,
including various reverbs, delays, choruses and
combinations of these, as well.

On the FreePlay / Reach control panel, there are four
preset effects to choose from, including Verb 1, Verb 2,
Delay 1, or Delay 2.

Additional effects may be selected via Mackie

From here you're able to one-touch navigate back
to the Mixer View with a simple, single tap of the Mixer
View button.

With the main EQ tab selected, you are able to
change the Main EQ mode to best suit your particular
application. This EQ is applied to the output after all
input levels, EQ and FX levels have been set.

There are four preset modes to choose from,
including Flat, DJ, Solo and Voice. Simply press
the button for the EQ mode you want. The button
and voicing mode graphic will illuminate green.

Flat EQ Mode — No boost or cut made to the EQ.
This mode is great for standard PA setups

DJ EQ Mode — This mode increases the lows
and highs, perfect for music playback.

Solo EQ Mode — This mode features a low
frequency roll-off to get rid of unwanted thumps
and adds boost and sparkle to mid-range and high

frequencies. This mode is perfect for singer-songwriters.

Voice EQ Mode — This mode features a significant
low frequency roll-off to get rid of unwanted thumps.
It also adds boost and sparkle to mid-range and high
frequencies, critical for speech applications. This is
perfect for venues where speech is the primary audio
source in need of clear and precise intelligibility.

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The footswitch tab is only available with Reach.
Here you are able to select between latching,
momentary (normally open) and momentary (normally
closed), depending on what kind of footswitch you
have connected to the footswitch jack of the Reach.

Latching — Latching means that the footswitch
(and FX) are either on or off until the footswitch
is ‘clicked’ again. Click to engage FX and click to
disengage FX.

Momentary (Normally Open) — Momentary
(Normally Open) means that the footswitch (and FX)
are always OFF until the footswitch is engaged. Click
and hold the footswitch down to engage FX. Once the
footswitch is released, the FX are off again.

Momentary (Normally Closed) — Momentary
(Normally Closed) means that the footswitch (and FX)
are always ON until the footswitch is engaged.

Click and hold the footswitch down to disengage FX.
Once the footswitch is released, the FX are on again.

If you're unsure of what kind of footswitch
you're using:

e [f the footswitch clicks when pressed,
it is most likely a latching footswitch.

e [f the footswitch does NOT click when
pressed, but rather it springs back, then
it is most likely a momentary footswitch.
If it is a momentary footswitch, try each
option — Normally Open and Normally
Closed — until it operates as expected.

The multi-band Feedback Destroyer hunts down
offending feedback frequencies and applies notch filters
automatically to destroy feedback and maximize gain
prior to feedback.

With the Feedback tab selected, you are able to turn
the Feedback Destroyer on [button illuminates green|
and off [gray background].

Off [Default] — The Feedback Destroyer is not
engaged. Additionally, all filters clear when the
Feedback Destroyer is turned off.

On — When the automatic Feedback Destroyer is
turned on, scanning occurs continuously. The filters
will engage sequentially when feedback is present until
all are used and then it will be locked. If feedback is
identified on an existing filter, the notch will deepen
to further destroy the offending feedback frequency.

Clear [Reach only] — When tapped, all filters clear,
but the Feedback Destroyer remains on. Think of it
as a ‘restart’ button.



Once tapped, the About tab displays information
about the Mackie Connect app version that is
currently installed on the device.

Please keep in mind that this erases all settings,
including any levels, EQs, etc. that may have been
set. Be sure to power down any amps and/or powered
speakers before resetting FreePlay / Reach.

Here you are able to select which Earshot™ side
monitor speakers (if any) will output sound.

When the memory tab is selected, settings for Reach
may be saved to memory and recalled at a later time.
What's more, each setting may be custom-named! No
more having to reset levels and FX upon every power-up
or trying to remember what “Preset #2” is. Hint: it’s not
“Karaoke”; that’s Preset #3...of course!

There are three user presets and a fourth to recall the
factory default settings.

Left to right are the save button, preset number, recall
button and preset name:

Save Button — Tap this button to save the current
settings to the corresponding preset.

Preset Number — While the preset name is user-
editable (see below), the preset number will remain
as-is, in order.

Factory Default Recall Button — Tap this button
to return all settings — faders, mutes, FX, etc. — to their
original factory settings.

This is not the same as the “Vulcan Mind
W Meld” which will ERASE all settings, as well
as the memory of previously paired devices.




If you think your FreePlay / Reach has a problem,
please check out the following troubleshooting tips and
do your best to confirm the problem. Visit the Support
section of our website (www.mackie.com/support)
where you will find lots of useful information such
as FAQs and other documentation. You may find
the answer to the problem without having to send
your FreePlay / Reach away.

Here are three useful tips that could correct any
of the issues outlined below (or possibly any other issue
that we haven’t yet discovered):

(1) — Restart the device. Don't just restart the
Mackie Connect app. Restart the device! Completely
power it down, then power it back up.

(2) — Restart FreePlay / Reach. This is especially
useful after firmware and software updates where the
hardware and software aren’t quite on the same page.
A simple reboot of the hardware can sometimes work
great wonders.

(3) — Level setting procedure. If you are having
any sound (or non-sound) issues, try following the
level setting procedure as outlined on page 8 to
verify that all of the volume controls in the system
are properly adjusted.

[s the input level control for the input source
turned all the way down? Verify that all the level
controls in the system are properly adjusted.
Look at the level meter to ensure that the
FreePlay / Reach is receiving a signal.

[s the signal source working? Make sure the
connecting cables are in good repair and securely
connected at both ends. Make sure the output
level control of the source is turned up sufficiently.

Make sure the source(s) are not turned off

or muted. If you find something like this, make
sure the level is turned down before disengaging
the offending switch.

Is it loud and distorted? Make sure that you're not
overdriving a stage in the signal chain. Verify that
all level controls are set properly.

[s the input connector plugged completely into
the jack? Be sure all connections are secure.

Make sure all connections to the FreePlay / Reach
are good and sound. Make sure all of the
connecting cables work and are securely
connected at both ends. Try the same source
signal in another channel, set up exactly like

the suspect channel.

Make sure none of the signal cables are routed
near AC cables, power transformers, or other
EMI-inducing devices.

Is there a light dimmer or other SCR-based device
on the same AC circuit as the FreePlay / Reach?
Use an AC line filter or plug the FreePlay / Reach
into a different AC circuit.
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¢ Try disconnecting the cable connected to
the main input jack. If the noise disappears,
it could be a “ground loop,” rather than a
problem with the FreePlay / Reach. Try some
of the following troubleshooting ideas:

o Are you using unbalanced cables?
Swap them out with balanced cables to
see if that fixes the problem. Use balanced
connections throughout your system for
the best noise rejection.

o Whenever possible, plug all the audio
equipment’s line cords into outlets which
share a common ground. The distance
between the outlets and the common
ground should be as short as possible.

e Has the band been together long?

e Are you running the latest and greatest Mackie

Connect software? Go to the Play Store [Android ]
or App Store [i0S] and check for an update.

Leave Mackie Connect and then return by
pressing the Home button on the device.

Force quit the Mackie Connect app.

Here’s how via Android:
o Tap the menu button.
o Swipe the Mackie Connect app left or right,
or tap the “X” in the upper-right corner.
